‘She is the Spring’

In this concert Icelandic singer Gudrdn Jéhanna Olafsdéttir and
Spanish classical guitarist Francisco Javier Jauregui perform
songs from Iceland and other parts of the world, all of which
are connected to women in one way or another.

The title of the concert makes reference to the song Hun er
vorid (She is the Spring) by Haukur Témasson, written to a
poem by Matthias Johannessen which begins: “I do not speak
of age to her, who blossoms every morning, as if she were
spring itself”.

Some of the songs are composed by women or female poets.
Others have women as their subject matters or dedicatee. The
programme includes songs such as Visur Vatnsenda-Résu by Jon
Asgeirsson, Mariukveedi by Atli Heimir Sveinsson, Gracias a la
vida by Violeta Parra, Alfonsina y el mar by Ariel Ramirez (about
the poetess Alfonsina Storni), Madrid by Ol6f Arnalds and Sid-
asti straetd fer korter i eitt, composed by the performers them-
selves.

Mezzo-soprano Gudrin Jéhanna Olafsdéttir completed her
Master of Music degree and the Opera Course at the Guildhall
School of Music and Drama in London.

She has performed across Europe and in the USA, Latin
America and Africa in such halls as Bozar’s Henry le Boeuf Hall
in Brussels, Auditorio Nacional de Musica and Teatro Real in
Madrid, and the Royal Festival Hallin London. She has perform-
ed with the Iceland Symphony Orchestra, the Barcelona Sym-
phony and Catalonia National Orchestra, the Community of
Madrid Orchestra, the St. Petersburg State Symphony Orche-
stra and the Philharmonia Orchestra in London.



Gudrun has sung in baroque, classical, bel canto and con-
temporary operas in Spain, the UK and Iceland and has made
recordings for 17 albums as well as for radio and TV, films and
series. Aversatile recitalistand an exponent of new music, Gud-
run has offered world premiéres of two operaroles and numer-
ous chamber music works by a number of composers of dif-
ferent nationalities, who often have composed their works
especially for her.

Bornin Oxford, Francisco Javier Jaureguistudied classical guit-
arin Los Angeles, Madrid, and at the Guildhall School of Music
and Dramain London, where he completed his Master of Music
degree.

Francisco Javier has played many recitals both as a solo per-
former and with different chamber-combinations in Europe,
USA, Africa and South-East Asia in venues such as the Saint
Petersburg Philharmonic Society Chamber (Glinka) Hall, St
Martin-in-the-Fields, the Linbury Studio Theatre (Royal Opera
House, Covent Garden) and the Auditorio Nacional de Musica
de Madrid. Since 1997 he has performed with violinist Elena
Jauregui as the Roncesvalles Duo.

A large part of the music that Francisco Javier performs is
music that he has arranged or composed himself. He has also
written a number of arrangements and original compositions
for various chamber groups including Spanish chamber group
Sonor Ensemble.

Gudran Jéhanna and Francisco Javier appear frequently as Duo
Atlantico and recently they released a CD with works by the
Icelandic composer Atli Heimir Sveinsson. They are the found-
ers and artistic directors of the annual Hafnarborg Songfest in
Hafnarfjordur, Iceland.
